Mapping a way forward: Regrouping for Mission.
The Methodist Church is now committed to a 5 year process of ensuring that the church is resourced in ways that are realistic, sustainable and purposeful, in the light of the shrinking numbers of people attending regular Sunday worship. The June circuit meeting agreed that each of the 12 churches in our circuit should prepare their own vision statements so that each church's aspirations and needs could be taken into consideration whilst determining the possible shape of a new combined circuit. (Leeds district target date for changes is 1 Sept 2011) The priorities of the Methodist Church in the Our Calling statements and the mission of each church should be considered, and most importantly, prayer to discern where God is, in our vision, is vital. We are asked to be prepared to discuss this with each other and pray fully consider what part Ropewalk might be asked to play in God's future for the circuit.
